Active Participation: | understand that my active participation is required for most
activities. This may include hiking, swimming and running, playing or actively listening
during a presentation or tour.

Dress Code: | will wear the prescribed Day Camp shirt as assigned for specific days. | also
understand that closed-toe athletic shoes are required at all times, even water days, and |
will wear appropriate attire free from adult themed items.

Money: | will only bring extra money on field trips when | am told that | may. | understand
that it is my responsibility to carry my money.

Cell Phones & Electronics: | will refrain from bringing a cell phone and other electronics to
camp. As a recreation based program we strive to release campers from unneeded
technology. If you have concerns, please contact the recreation coordinator.

Group Assignment: | will respect the decision of the counselor in assigning me to a group. |
will follow the instructions given and not switch groups without asking.

Language: | will use language that is appropriate at all times. | will not demean, denigrate,
or use explicit language (4-letter words) that are directed at any person, situation or object
at any time.

Bullying/Teasing: | will refrain from harassing, antagonizing, or taunting other campers,
staff or associated individuals. Violations will be dealt with swiftly.
